INTRODUCTON

Researchers are going to discuss essay writing, and how essays should be structured and argued. 

The aim of this paper will be to improve a persons written ability, and to eliminate the need to spend time reading for further knowledge explaining how to write.

It has been taken into account that the writer will be a beginner. Written assistance has been provided on that basis. We assume the writer will be a complete novice, although take it the writer would be able to write a sentence and a paragraph, and has grammatical knowledge of the English language.

The British Format about to be disclosed has been recognised to be a proven way to ensure the writer writes effectively, quickly, and efficiently.

Please recognise that essay writing will likely require a substantial investment of time and effort. Time to research each structured stage, and effort to develop each of these stages through re-reading each written structure.
To first assist the reader and give a quick understanding of essay writing, researchers are going to present a number of brief understandings of essay writing. 

· Structure is needed to allow an argument to be formed. Structure can then be seen as the basis on which an analysis can be developed. Making the analysis become part of the structure.

· Then when looking at the situation from another perspective, writing can be likened to the human body. Writers see the essential organs as the lungs, ribs and backbone. Firstly the 2 lungs provide the basic knowledge and give 2 perspectives of the researched situation. The ribs represent the rest of the structure. The backbone keeps the reader on track by continually bringing up and questioning the subject being analysed.

· The essay structure can be placed in various orders to assist explanation. The order of the structure can change to your preference according to the written style. Then when writing with a structure, a structure will allow an argument to be drawn-out, discussed, analysed and concluded. Inevitably the required length of words will just ‘melt-away’ leaving you with an essay full of specifically related information.

FINDINGS

Knowledge

The writer must…

· write politely and be direct.

· not bring up points that are not relevant.

‘Be direct when writing to get the point across’, but again do this in a balanced way (Northedge.1990. pp.110-155).

The structure of your argument should lead "... the reader from the title at the beginning to the conclusion at the end" (Northedge.1990. p.110).

An important factor to recognise is the essay needs to be objective. In other words keep the essay ‘real’. Do not distort the essay by giving your own personal bias. 

Then when taking an alternate viewpoint a bias may occur from an indication or prejudice in favour of another specific viewpoint. For instance, prejudice may involve the author giving his, her or their own slant, personal inclination or preference to the subject being discussed. To allow readers to make such judgements on the author(s) preference, these possibly bias views may ‘come to light’ in the article itself or in the books Preface.
'The argument should be persuasive and clearly written. Don't let sophisticated language dominate the essay if you do not fully understand it' (Northedge.1990. pp.110-155). 

The use of sophisticated language does occur in the papers. Sophisticated language usually occurs in the papers Introduction. However if you are going to use sophisticated language the meaning and its definition should be placed in the papers Glossary, at the end of the essay. Then when you do use a Glossary readers will not get confused with your expression used. For instance, use a Glossary when technical terms in a specific field are used, either that or hard to define terms are used.

Please be aware the tutor will know precisely the meaning of each term. So make sure you equally know and show the meaning of each term as well.

Speed

Write a bit at a time. Work in 15-minute stretches. Otherwise you find your brain gets ‘bogged’ down and confused with all the new information that is being fed into it. Set yourself an objective, do a certain amount of note writing per day. These notes soon add up to a structure giving various viewpoints.

“Think of yourself as a computer, only you are not able to work at the same pace as an electronic computer. You need to recharge your batteries. Good advice is to chat or have a lie down.”

Do not worry if the writing does not seem long enough, you're written work will soon add up when applying an essay structure.

Use up-to-date sources of information, the more up-to-date the better. But do not take-up too much time looking for up-to-date books. Use the Internet, and remember to source the Web address in the Bibliography or List of References.

To provide a backbone to the essay

When giving a viewpoint in each structure of the essay, explain how this relates to the question.

Another element of the different types of essay writing, are using different paradigms

We will illustrate both paradigm formats to further your understanding of essay writing. These are termed, Quantitative and Qualitative paradigms. 

A paradigm dictates the type of scientific work that will be written about. These paradigms can help guide you in the rhetorical structure of the essay. Follow the meanings of such terms to assist persuade or impress the reader. 

We suggest that you understand and use each format for writing an essay. To begin with the classical-paradigm was the first format established; this is the Quantitative-paradigm. Here the researcher should have no link with the research. The researchers views should be kept out of the study. Only the facts of the study should be expressed and these should traditionally involve a large number of subjects (50 or more). These facts should provide references to ‘statistics’, ‘facts’ and ‘figures’. These facts should be expressed formally, using only the third person. For instance, use ‘the researcher…’, ‘s/he’ and ‘they’, do not use terms such as ‘you’, ‘I’, ‘we’ and ‘us’. Finally the qualitative paradigm should refer to a large number of subjects being researched. 

However, alternately and in comparison a Qualitative-paradigm would allow the researcher to become involved in the research process and so become part of the research. The research project should then involve a small number of researched subjects. The researcher should report the ‘values’ and ‘biases’ of these researched subjects. Do this by questioning what do the people being researched ‘hold dear’ to their way of life. Emphasise the qualitative paradigm by using less formal language, for instance use ‘I’ or ‘we’.

Either paradigm should be written about and discussed to explain what type of essay will be discussed. Do this at the beginning of the essay in the essays Introduction. Doing this will also illustrate the depth of your knowledge.

An Example of essay structure
Introduction, of the essay

A definition of an Introduction should be a means of presenting what will be discussed.
"Say what you plan to do, and how you are going to discuss it."

When writing please explain the relevant paradigm that will be addressed.

Then, if needed to assist your own readers define the question.

Do not dwell on this part, as it will be discussed at greater detail at a later stage.

Findings, of the essay
Recognising that in the Introduction you will have already explained what will be discussed. Implying that the information in the Introduction should not be spoken about again. In other words do not go over old points. Search for another perspective, relevant to the ‘question and or paradigm used.

These beginning ‘facts’ will form the grounding for the forthcoming discussion.

To allow a Discussion to develop first provide Induction. Induction can be seen as 2 principles of reasoning. For instance, give beginning facts such as a Theory and then your Personal Experiences of the research. Or to provide a personal emphasis, as suggested by either paradigm place each structure alternately. 

Theory – here give the advantages and disadvantages of the Theory of the subject.  Write this in the past tense, as these instances would have happened in the past. Express the past tense. For example, there were some advantages and disadvantages. These advantages had shown…

Then to add to the viewpoints of the structure, explain in one added paragraph how these relate to the question. A good point to begin and question would be the author(s) view as regards their individual bias. For instance, such prejudice may involve the author giving his, her or their own slant, personal inclination or preference to the subject being discussed. See how the author stands on the subject. To allow readers to make such judgements on the author(s) preference, these possible bias views may ‘come to light’ in the article itself or in the books Preface. Question, should you have been able to find a bias? Could you find a bias? Then explain each bias and why the bias was found.

Writing a conclusion at the initial stages of Induction will assist form a summary, as the subject will be in your mind at the time and these easily remembered conclusions can be cut out and moved to assist form a Summary. Remember the essay’s word availability, and the less you write at this stage will allow more space for an analysis to be written in the latter stages. An analysis is a major part were needed marks can be gained.
Then when back writing the second part of Induction, write about your Experiences in an opposing structure. Do this bearing in mind the paradigm written about. To assist reread the differences of each paradigm above and what points are being searched for. Write this in the present tense. Express the present tense. For example, the culture is…they have help in the form of… These personal experiences will form your Field Research, and yet another term for this could be 'Empirical Findings'.
“Remember, when writing at degree level give a prejudiced judgement, as required by the paradigm discussed.”

Then to add to the viewpoints of the structure, explain in one added paragraph how these relate to the question. A good point to begin and question would be the author(s) view as regards their individual bias. For instance, such prejudice may involve the author giving his, her or their own slant, personal inclination or preference to the subject being discussed. See how the author stands on the subject. To allow readers to make such judgements on the author(s) preference, these possible bias views may ‘come to light’ in the article itself or in the books Preface. Question, should you have been able to find a bias? Could you find a bias? Then explain each bias and why the bias was found.

At this stage of the essay the basic building blocks, the stages of Induction are already in place. Now you will be able to add a discussion, analysis, and by doing this connect the essay structures. In addition, connect the essay structure by taking into account the various authors’ biases as dictated by the specific paradigm used.

Discuss how the basic building blocks, compare and contrast each stage. Bring the Theory and Experience together. Aim to have a detailed debate. Do this by questioning each area; such as are they the same? Do they differ? How much do they differ? In what way do they differ? Then compare and contrast the answers and explain what they lead to. Again write this in the present tense. Express the present tense. For example, the culture is… they have help in the form of…
With these answers explain the degree of difference they relate to the question, in comparison to how others relate to the question, make a comparison and contrast this. Again write this in the present tense. Express the present tense. For example, the culture is… they have help in the form of…
The analysis should lead the reader to one area through reasoning. Use an example that is closest to the question being answered as an example of this one area. The questions answers of the discussion and analysis may assist form yet another comparison. Again write this comparison in the present tense.

Then when giving such viewpoints of every structure, explain in one paragraph how these relate to the question. Each time add and write about bias and give the author(s) bias. 

Summary, of the essay

A summary can be defined as a brief description of each piece of structured information. Here give a brief statement of the main points, which are relative to the question.

A summary condenses what you will have explained. Do this paragraph-by-paragraph. Related to the question, but provide arguments on what’s ‘new’ and ‘old’, giving a variety of ‘angles’. Give extremes, the ‘best’ to the ‘worst’ to help justify why you are writing.

When going one stage further, possibly add new and further definitions taken from the combination of these Findings to explain what these new calculations could mean.

Please appreciate that there may not be enough words to include a summary, but before you do exclude it please question this with a tutor first.
Conclusion, of the essay
When writing a Conclusion in the Social Sciences you only need to give the theme(s).

A Conclusion is a proposition arrived at by logical reasoning, when evidence of the Summary has been taken into account. Here the written word used should be written using the third person. Here use ‘the researcher…’, ‘s/he’ and ‘they’, do not use terms such as ‘you’, ‘I’, ‘we’ and ‘us’.
Then to make the final comparison, question if the Hypothesis or conclusion of each structure ‘measures-up’ to your concluding answer.

After the above you will then be in a position to give your own point of view. But remember when you give your view; there is no need to give any justification as it has all been spoken about in each of the above stages. But express you know your opinion be a bias opinion through conducting the research? Add and explain you recognise the significance of you giving a bias opinion.

Bibliography/ List of References, of the essay
Either structure could be defined as a chronological list of referenced material.

If only books were used to take information from, the term ‘Bibliography’ should be used to list the books. Alternatively, if the references used were from various forms of information sources, such as from books, periodicals, the Internet, and key informants entitle the list ‘List of References’. Perhaps the sources of information were from your personal experiences; if this was the case again entitle the list the ‘List of References’. Use the Harvard Method as it sets out the guidelines used.

Appendix, if needed of the essay
A definition of the essay’s appendix would be: material that would be too big to include in the writing, as it would stop the written flow of the essay.

In an Appendix include ‘graphical’ and/ or ‘written text’ that would be too big to include in the essay. However, some lecturers like such an interpretation left in and placed directly after the explanation has been made. But bare in mind, others like such information placed in an Appendix. To solve the problem ask and find out your lecturers preference.

Glossary, if needed of the essay
In the Glossary comment on the technical term(s) and give the referenced meaning(s) used in the essay.

Introduction, of the essay

At this stage of essay writing you will then be able to write the Introduction more precisely. At this stage of writing you will have used precise knowledge and meaningful terms. Consequently with the use of past information a much more impressive and knowledgeable Introduction can now be written. Use the suggested information, as has been given in the Introduction above and rewrite each stage. Here talk and use the third person. Use ‘the researcher…’ ‘s/he’ and ‘they’ do not use terms such as ‘you’, ‘I’, ‘we’ and ‘us’.
